Draw your fruit or vegetables
and label your
drawings with
their name.

Count all of the vegetables in
your fridge or fruit in your fruit
bowl. How many are there?
Can you add some vegetables
and fruit together e.g.

2 carrots + 4 potatoes =6
vegetables altogether.

Cut up one piece of fruit into
small pieces (ask a grown up to
help you). Can you share it
equally between your family?
How many pieces does each
person get? Is it equal?

Build an obstacle course to
practise your superhero skills.
Superheroes need to be able to
craw! under, climb over and
balance along. Can you design a
course to include these skills?
